The Procedure of Management of Exploitation 

of Iodized Salt

· Having seen the Constitution of the Kingdom of Cambodia;

· Having seen the Preah Reach Kret No ns / rkt / 1198/ 72 dated 30 November 1998 on promulgating the Law on the establishment of the Royal Government of Cambodia;

· Having seen the Reach Kram No 02/ ns / 94 dated 20 July 1994 promulgating the Law on the organization and functioning of the Council of Ministers;

· Having seen the Preah Reach Kram No ns / rkm / 0196 / 11 dated 24 January 1996 promulgating  the Law on the establishment  of the Ministry of Planning;

· Having seen the Preah Reach Kram No ns / rkm / 0600 / 001 dated 21 June 2000 promulgating the Law on the Management of Quality and Safety of Products, Goods and Services;

· Having seen the Anukret No 55 GnRk>bk dated 23 September 1997 on the organization and functioning of the Ministry of Planning;

· Having seen the Anukret No 07 GnRk>bk dated 03 February 1998 on the establishment of the National Council of Nutrition;

· Having seen the Anukret No 42 GnRk>bk dated 15 May 2001 on the Industrial Standards of Cambodia;

· Having seen the Anukret No 47 GnRk>bk dated 12 June 2003 on the Food Hygiene for Human;

· Having seen the Anukret No 69 GnRk>bk dated 20 October 2003 on the management of exploitation of iodized salt;

· Re. necessary proposed activities of the National Council for Nutrition. 

Decides

Article 1- 
All kind of salt produced in country and imported must be iodized before distributed for wholesale and retail in the markets in Cambodia. The standard of salt must be as follows: 

· Humidity in salt is not exceeded 5%;

· Consistence of Sodium Chloride (NaCl),  97% minimum;

· Consistence of Magnesium Chloride (MgCl2) is not exceeded 0.5% maximum;

· Consistence of non-dissolved substance is not exceeded 0.2% maximum;

· Consistence of other poisonous substances is not exceeded the national recommended standard; 

· Consistence of iodine:

+
50-60 miligrams in 1 kilogram of salt identified at the production place; 

+
30-60 miligrams in 1 kilogram of salt identified at wholesale and retail level.

Article 2-
Ministry of Planning in collaboration with donor agencies shall cooperate with Ministries of Commerce, Industry-Mines and Energy, Education-Youth and Sport, Health and Information and Provincial Nutrition Coordination Committee to push for production and exploitation only iodized salt.
Article 3-
Inter-Ministerial Technical Committee, National Sub-Committee for Control of IDD and Provincial Nutrition Coordination Committee of Kampot and Kep have to manage for a salt demonstration field in order to improve the quality and quantity of salt production and provide technical training to salt producers. 
Article 4- 
Salt producers must ensure the quality and quantity of salt is improved and iodized to meet requirement of the country. 

Article 5-
In case UNICEF stops providing potassium iodate, the salt producers shall continue iodizing their salt, with their own expenses, before it is distributed to the markets in the country.

Article 6-
Salt sellers/wholesalers must buy only iodized salt for sell and ensure appropriate standard of quality and safety as stated in Article 1. 

Article 7-
Before the salt is distributed to the markets, all salt producers and sellers shall properly pack the iodized salt and seal in polyethylene bag for 0.5kg and 1 kg and in propylene bag with plastic inside for 25 kg and 50 kg. They shall follow the Article 9 and 10 of the Sub-Decree No. 69 GnRk>bk dated 20 October 2003 on the management of exploitation of iodized salt.

Article 8-
All people, Restaurants, Industries, Enterprises, Handicrafts, Hospitals and all places in the Royal of Cambodia shall use iodized salt for preparing foods for eating. 

The Ministry of Planning, Ministry of Commerce (Department of CamControl) and relevant ministries shall disseminate the precise information to the public on benefits of using iodized salt.  


Ministry of Planning should collaborate with donor agencies in development of IEC materials such as T-shirt, cap, calendar, poster, video documentary, video and radio spot, and campaign for raising public awareness with free sample of iodized salt distributed.


Ministry of Planning in collaboration with donor agencies to cooperate with Ministry of Health, Ministry of Education, Youth and Sport, Ministry of Information, Ministry of Industry, Mines and Energy, Ministry of Commerce, and Provincial Nutrition Coordination Committee educating the population clearly about the benefits of iodized salt consumption. 

Ministry of Planning should cooperate with Ministry of Education, Youth and Sport to include subject of IDD awareness and benefits of iodized salt consumption into the training curriculum. 


Ministry of Planning should cooperate with Ministry of Information to disseminate knowledge of impact of IDD and benefits of iodized salt consumption nationwide through radio, TV, magazine, bulletin, newspaper and other news systems.

All restaurants, industries, enterprises, handicrafts, hospitals, schools, salt wholesales and retails have to post the posters to education the public on benefits of consuming iodized salt.

Article 9-
Any person who has intention to be a salt producer shall apply for a production license from authority of the Ministry of Industry, Mines and Energy.


Any person who has intention to be a salt trader shall apply for an exploitation license from authority of the Ministry of Commerce. 


In order to ensure the sub-decree is successfully implemented, the Ministry of Commerce and Ministry of Industry, Mines and Energy shall issue a separate PRAKAS on implementation of the sub-decree on the management of exploitation of iodized salt. The Provincial Nutrition Coordination Committee of all provinces shall establish an ordinance on implementation of the relevant parts of the sub-decree on the management of exploitation of iodized salt.

Article 10-
The technical competent official that are responsible for controlling the salt quality and safety shall be a quality control official from the Ministry of Commerce in collaboration with other relevant ministries.


The places where the inspection shall be done are salt factories, enterprise, handicraft, salt warehouse, salt wholesale and retail shops, and anywhere that deal with salt distribution.

Article 11-
Owner of factory, enterprise, handicraft and salt traders shall present the technical competent official any relevant license/documents with clearly indicate the type and quantity of salt such as importation (in case there is no enough salt produced in country), being used for any production, sell in markets and in stock. 
Article 12-
Owner of factory, enterprise, handicraft and salt traders shall facilitate the technical competent official that is responsible for in term of man power, equipment and places for research and control.
Article 13-
Penalty such as detain the salt or fine in cash is the responsibility of the technical competent official for quality control of iodized salt. Criteria of the penalty is based on the deadline as stipulated under Article 17 of Anukret No. 69 GnRk>bk dated 20 October 2003 on the management of exploitation of iodized salt.

Article 14-
Penalty such as detain the salt, fine in cash or punishment as stipulated in Anukret No. 69 GnRk>bk dated 20 October 2003 on the management of exploitation of iodized salt shall be implemented from 20th October 2004 by the technical competent official for quality control of iodized salt, that is leaded by the official of quality control of the Ministry of Commerce.
Article 15-
Penalty such as detain the salt, fine in cash or punishment, the competent official that is responsible for quality control of iodized salt shall strictly implement based on the individual Ministerial PRAKAS. 

Article 16- 
The competent official that is responsible for quality control of iodized salt should clearly inform all salt dealers about the PRAKAS so that it will be effectively implemented.

Article 17-
All previous provisions, which are inconsistent with this PRAKAS shall be repealed.

Article 18-
Inter-Ministerial Technical Committee, Permanent Secretariat of the National Council of Nutrition, National Sub-Committee for Control of IDD, Provincial Nutrition Coordination Committee, and Competent Official responsible for quality control of iodized salt, all salt producers and traders shall effectively implement this PRAKAS from the date of signature.
