Item 3: The NSCFF has the following tasks:
· Develop a long term strategic plan for sustainable food fortification activities in Cambodia.
· In close collaboration with relevant stakeholders develop an annual NSCFF action plan and budget.
· Encourage multi-sectoral approaches and ensure linkages, consistency and good communication between programs and partners for food fortification activities
· Promote, facilitate, monitor and report on effective technical work, research, and data collection on micronutrient deficiencies and food fortification programs. 
· Promote and facilitate research on micronutrient deficiencies and food fortification programs. 
· Identify opportunities and funds for new food fortification activities and expansion of existing activities.
· Participate in the development of proposals related to micronutrient deficiencies and food fortification.
· Monitor, supervise and report on the quality of food fortification interventions.
· Coordinate with line ministries, NGOs and IOs actively supporting micronutrient  elimination activities.
· Implement any activities delegated by the IMTC/NCN.

Item 4: NSFF members must attend meetings upon the request of the Chairman. The Vice-Chairman is responsible for organising and chairing meetings when the Chairman is absent.

Item 5: The NSFF has the following structure:
· Administration and Education Team.
· Production Team.
· Quality Control Team.
The organizational chart is in the Annex.

Item 6: Roles and responsibilities of the Administration and Education Working Group:
· Coordinate administrative work including minutes of meetings and quarterly, semi annual and annual reports.
· Manage and circulate related documents.
· Identify training needs of line ministries, producers, merchants, and the public.
· Cooperate with media organisations to promote the importance of food fortification programs and the impact of micronutrient deficiencies.
· Review, approve and monitor the development of training plans, training curriculum and M and E tools for food fortification activities with relevant stakeholders.
· Coordinate and organize meetings and events related to micronutrient deficiencies and food fortification.
· Coordinate with the Production and Quality Control Teams to development the joint action plan of the NSCFF.
· Report on activities of the NSFF.

Item 7: Roles and responsibilities of the Production Working Group:
· Conduct research and develop national standards for micronutrient fortification of food products.
· Research manufacturing locations and identify and conduct advocacy for suitable food vehicles to be fortified with micronutrients.
· Promote micronutrient fortification of various food products.
· Develop Working Group action plans.
· Compile reports of the Working Group, and provide to the Working Group on Administration and Education for preparation of an overall report for the NSCIDA.

Item 8: Roles and responsibilities of the Quality Control Working Group:
· Monitor quality and safety of micronutrient-fortified food products in production and storage facilities, distribution points, and places of consumption.
· Conduct a survey and inventory of production sites and wholesale outlets.
· Develop Working Group action plan.
· Compile reports of the Working Group, and provide to the Working Group on Administration and Education for preparation of an overall report for the NSFF.
