The Management Procedures of All Kind of 
Iodized Salt Exploitation

The Minister of Planning and Minister of Commerce
· Having seen the Constitution of the Kingdom of Cambodia;

· Having seen the Preah Reach Kret No ns / rkt / 1198/ 72 dated 30 November 1998 on promulgating the Law on the establishment of the Royal Government of Cambodia;

· Having seen the Reach Kram No 02/ ns / 94 dated 20 July 1994 promulgating the Law on the organization and functioning of the Council of Ministers;

· Having seen the Preah Reach Kram No ns / rkm / 0196 / 11 dated 24 January 1996 promulgating  the Law on the establishment  of the Ministry of Planning;

· Having seen the Preah Reach Kram No ns / rkm / 0196 / 06 dated 24 January 1996 promulgating the Law on the establishment  of the Ministry of Commerce;

· Having seen the Preah Reach Kram No ns / rkm / 0600 / 001 dated 21 June 2000 promulgating the Law on the Management of Quality and Safety of Products, Goods and Services;

· Having seen the Anukret No 55 GnRk>bk dated 23 September 1997 on the organization and functioning of the Ministry of Planning;

· Having seen the Anukret No 54 GnRk>bk dated 22 September 1997 on the organization and functioning of the Ministry of Commerce;

· Having seen the Anukret No 07 GnRk>bk dated 03 February 1998 on the establishment of the National Council of Nutrition;

· Having seen the Anukret No 47 GnRk>bk dated 12 June 2003 on the Food Hygiene for Human;

· Having seen the Anukret No 69 GnRk>bk dated 20 October 2003 on the management of exploitation of iodized salt;
· Having seen the PRAKAS No 30 k>C>G>C dated 24 February 2004 on the Procedures of Iodized Salt Exploitation Management;

· Having seen the PRAKAS No 012 B>N> Rbk dated 13 January 1998 on the establishment and functioning of the National Department of Cambodia Import-Export Inspection and Fraud Repression;

· For effectiveness of control of all required conditions of iodized salt exploitation.
Decides

Article 1- 
All kind of salt produced in country and imported must be iodized before distribution for wholesale and retail in the markets in Cambodia that follows the indicated standard as bellow: 

· Humidity in salt is not exceeded 5%;

· Consistence of Sodium Chloride (NaCl),  97% minimum;

· Consistence of Magnesium Chloride (MgCl2) is not exceeded 0.5% maximum;

· Consistence of non-dissolved substance is not exceeded 0.2% maximum;

· Consistence of other poisonous substances is not exceeded the national recommended standard; 

· Consistence of iodine:

+
50-60 miligrams in 1 kilogram of salt identified at the production place; 

+
30-60 miligrams in 1 kilogram of salt identified at wholesale and retail level.

Article 2-
Before distribution to the markets, all producers and traders shall prepare the iodized salt in properly packages of polyethylene plastic bag for 500gm and 1000gm weight and polypropylene bag with inner liner for 25kg and 50kg weight and shall follow the defined conditions as stipulated in Article 9 and 10 of the Anukret No 69 GnRk>bk dated 20 October 2003 on the management of exploitation of iodized salt. 
Article 3-
Salt producers shall ensure to improve the quality and quantity of salt and to iodize the salt to fulfill the country requirement.
Article 4- 
 Salt traders shall demand for and sell only iodized salt as well as ensure appropriate standard and condition of the quality and safety as stipulated in Article 1 and Article 2. 
Article 5-
In the scope of their roles and responsibilities, the salt producers shall correctly implement the standard regulation, condition and clean packages, labeling that was stipulated in Article 1 and Article 2 and detailed description in Article 9 and Article 10 of the Anukret No 69 GnRk>bk dated 20 October 2003 on the management of exploitation of iodized salt as the basic reference for CamControl officials to collaborate with other relevant ministries.  With the above conditions, salt producers who received the license for production iodized salt shall:
1- Record in registration book as follows:
· quantity of salt is the raw resource for production of each lot;

· quantity of Sodium Iodite or Potassium Iodite or Sodium Iodite or Potassium Iodate that have been received with adequate relevant documents;
· daily used of quantity of Sodium Iodite or Potassium Iodite or Sodium Iodite or Potassium Iodate with each lot of production;

· daily quantity of iodized salt produced and lot of production.

2- Control of corrective standard of products such as appropriate humidity and level of iodine content in salt, weight of salt packed follow with registration and keep all documents indicating the result of quality control.
Article 6-
At the stock and wholesale levels, the owner of the salt shall obtained invoice which indicates the source of iodized salt produced issued by the trader, factory, enterprise and handicraft who received licensed and testing certificate concerning appropriateness of salt from the factory, enterprise and handicraft that produces iodized salt.
Article 7-
Transportation of non-iodized salt for purpose of iodization at the factory, enterprise and handicraft, that locate within Kampot province and Kep municipality, shall have invoice and transportation license issued by enterprise’s owner by indicating the purpose of transportation, address of the factory, enterprise or handicraft where will be responsible for iodization and clearly written or printed that this salt is not yet in good quality for human and animal consumption. 

Article 8-
Transportation of non-iodized salt to the stock for iodization purpose at the factory, enterprise and handicraft where received the license and locate in Kampot province and Kep municipality shall obtain prior permission from CamControl department based on the assessment of technical and exploitation of the enterprise.

Sub-office of CamControl in Kampot province that will issue a visa for the management of transportation activity shall regularly record the quantity of stock in consistence with the quantity distributed from the quantity issued as principle. 

Article 9-
Each iodized salt trader, a part from register for company registration, followed provision of the law on commercial procedures and company registration, shall present to the sub-office of CamControl for official functioning of her/his business at the place where the business is taking place with providing adequate and useful information  for monitoring control such as:
· identity card and address of the trader

· location of wholesaler or stock

· declaration of the location to ensure the stock is in condition that will not lose of iodine.

Iodized salt wholesaler shall keep invoice that indicates the source of salt, documents relate to the transportation (delivery and receipt), controlling documents clarify the appropriate quality of salt in purpose to comply the requirement of the CamControl officials for checking.
Article 10-
Importation of salt can be normally performed but only for the salt that is fortified with iodine and the importer shall comply with the quality control process at the department of CamControl during the arrival of supply.


Each transportation mean shall have additional relevant commercial document such as certification of appropriate standard as stipulated in Article 1.

Level of iodine during the transportation, at the places of delivery and receipt shall equal the level of iodine at the production place, i.e. 50-60 miligramme per kilogramme of salt.


Every time that the salt comes into the stock shall comply the condition of appropriateness of the control at the stock.
Article 11-
The Ministry of Planning should cooperate with Ministry of Information to disseminate knowledge to the population on affects of IDD and benefits of iodized salt consumption nationwide through radio, TV, magazine, bulletin, newspaper and other news systems. 

The CamControl official of the department of CamControl shall establish specific quality control porgramme at factory, enterprise, handicraft that produce iodized salt, at the stock, wholesale, in market to ensure the implementation of provision for iodized salt exploitation.


The CamControl official shall have an active education programme on affects of IDD and benefits of iodized salt consumption, especially for remote population.

The CamControl official shall make an effort to collect information and analyse with providing reasonable and useful comments for strengthening of iodized salt project to the Ministry of Commerce, National Council for Nutrition and Provincial Nutrition Coordination Committee.

Article 12-
Chairperson of the Inter-Ministerial Technical Committee, Provincial Nutrition Coordination Committee, General Director of Technical of Ministry of Commerce, Chairperson of Permanent Secretariat of the National Council of Nutrition, and Chief Department of Cambodia Import-Export Inspection and Fraud Repression (CamControl) shall effectively implement this PRAKAS from the date of signature.
