Terms and Conditions
Salt Producers’ Community of Kampot and Kep


Chapter 1
Name, Logo, Office and Goals

Article 1:	Name of the Community
· An official name of the community “Salt Producers’ Community of Kampot and Kep”
· Abbreviation name “SPCKK”
· Name in English “Salt Producers’ Community of Kampot and Kep”

Article 2: 	Logo
· The logo “Double Circles”
· The word “Salt Producers’ Community of Kampot and Kep” on top of the double circle in Khmer language
· English word “Salt Producers’ Community of Kampot and Kep” is on the bottom of the logo
· Background: Cyan color with sun shine and cloud, water surface and four pile of salt
· Seal is oval size with two layers, the word “Kingdom of Cambodia” is on the top and “Salt Producers’ Community of Kampot and Kep” is on bottom

Article 3:	Office
· The office of the salt producers’ community of Kampot and Kep is located in Chum Kreal village, Chum Kreal commune, Kampot district, Kampot province
· Duration of activity implementation of the Salt Producers’ Community of Kampot and Kep is not limited

Article 4:	Goals
· Communication, fund raising and marketing to support the members of the Salt Producers’ Community of Kampot and Kep
· Maintain infrastructure within the community
· Training of workers
· Maintain wellbeing of the members
· Support to poor and incapable children especially orphanages





Chapter 2
Membership, Rights and Termination of Membership

Article 5:	Membership
Membership of the Salt Producers’ Community of Kampot and Kep is any salt producers in Kampot and Kep provinces or inheritors.
· Members of the Salt Producers’ Community of Kampot and Kep is also the one who has close relationship and provided benefits to the Salt Producers’ Community of Kampot and Kep.

Article 6:	The Rights of the members
· All members have right to approve all principles of the terms and conditions, revision of Acts, selection of Advisory Board and Executive Committee through congresses.
· All members have right to hold their share according to the recommendation of the Advisory Board.

Article 7:	Termination of the membership
Conditions of the termination of the membership from the Salt Producers’ Community of Kampot and Kep are:
· Anyone who stops producing salt
· Death 
· The Advisory Board will decide the conditions of the termination of membership 


Chapter 3
Funds 

Article 8:	Funding sources
Sources of fund of the Salt Producers’ Community of Kampot and Kep will be:
· Contribution from the all members
· Legal incomes of the Salt Producers’ Community of Kampot and Kep (through various agreements).

Article 9:	Management and utilisation of the funds
· Funds of the Salt Producers’ Community will be managed by Accountant, who will be elected by the Executive Committee with endorsement of the Advisory Board.
· All transactions of incomes and expenses shall follow the regulations of Co-Executive Directors with endorsement of the Advisory Board such as reconstruction and repairing of main roads to easy transportation of salt.
· The Salt Producer’s Community must establish its bank account. 

Chapter 4
Structure, Roles and Responsibilities of the Community Leaders

Article 10:	Structure of the Salt Producers’ Community will be as follows:
· Congress
· Advisory Board
· Executive Committee

Article 11:	Congress of the Salt Producers’ Community is the highest institution that can approve all principles as follows:
· Approval of Acts of the Salt Producers’ Community
· Revision of the Acts of the Salt Producers’ Community
· Elect or resolve the Advisory Board and Executive Committee

Article 12:	
· The Advisory Board consists of 15 members, who are elected by the congress
· Co-Chair of the Advisory Board 2 persons
· The Advisory Board will work in equity and lead all activities using the system of 50 + 1
· The Advisory Board will issue any principle for the Executive Committee to review and approve the recommendations of the Advisory Board and to monitor all activities of the Executive Committee

Article 13:	The Executive Committee consist of 9 members, who are elected by the congress  
· Co-Chair of the Executive Committee 2 persons
· The Executive Committee will implement the activities that are established by the Advisory Board.
· Co-Chair of the Executive Committee have right select 3 persons to be advisors of the Committee.

Article 14: 	Structure and the work of the Executive Committee will depend on the Executive Committee and with approval of the Advisory Board.


Chapter 5
Congress, Summit and Meetings of the Salt Producers’ Community

Article 15:	
· The congress can be organized with participation of at least 2/3 of the members.
· General congress shall be organized at the beginning of formation of the Salt Producers’ Community and then every 5 years and any special session can be organized based on request of the co-chair of the Salt Producers’ Community or at least 50% of members.
· All decision/approval in the general congress can be done by 50% + 1 of the participants
· Meetings between the Executive Committee and Advisory Board will be organized on monthly basis or at any time if necessary. The meetings will use for progress review of the implementation of the Executive Committee and for reporting to the Advisory Board.
· Summits will be organized every 12 months to report the annual progress with participation of all community members.


Chapter 6
Revision and Termination

Article 16:	Revision of some parts of the Acts
· Revision of the Acts of the Salt Producers’ Community can be done with request of at least 50% + 1 of the members
· Request for revision shall be submitted to the General Congress for review and decide with 50% + 1 of 2/3 of the community members

Article 17:	Termination
· The community can be terminated under specific reasons and shall be submitted to the General Congress for review and decide with 2/3 of the participants.
· In case the Salt Producers’ Community is terminated, the General Congress will have to appoint an Accounting Authority to control the incomes and expenses and to control the community’s properties. After clearance of debts, all remaining properties shall be sold and distribute to each dividend based on the proportion of his/her share. 


Chapter 7
Final Provision

Article 18:	All principles in contrast to this Act are considered as void and null.

Article 19:	This Act is in effect as of the date of signature.
